Data Format

• Data saved in “CSV” format : 
– “Comma Separated Variable” rows with:

• Nuclide, Range, Value, Δt = t – t0, Date, Time

– Range values are as follows:
• 1 micro Ci
• 2 milli Ci
• 3 Ci
• 4 MBq
• 5 GBq



Limitations

• Check that CRC-15R is capable of serial 
communication
– At start-up : an asterix beside the revision number 

means serial communications disabled 
– i.e: Rev 1.03*

• Will require EEPROM flashing



Future Work

• Expand range of Radionuclide Calibrators for 
which software is available

• Investigate use of Wireless Serial 
Communication for “Clean Room” applications:
– PDA
– Bluetooth Communication
